Steve Nakamura joined to give an update. Done on plans and stuff picked out for building; waiting for Mesa del Sol – everything is moving fine except for one issue:
Lease purchase agreement has been submitted to NM, usually turn around of a few months.

Industrial Development Ordinance from CABQ may be an issue. Plan was submitted to CABQ on how the layout would work. The City and MDS don’t want us to do it the way we had planned. Bobby Foster is planned to be a major road into MDS (a boulevard). Need to not see parking lot from the street according to IDO and MDS. So the 5 buildings would be up against the street, which is a safety issue that we are fighting.
Steve is going straight to the City to have meeting to get around this. MDS is not seeing it our way, they don’t want the parking lot in view of the road.
Barb: School safety requirements are specific on how to have layout (some FEMA based due to school shootings).

MDS wants a formal submission of all plans (Site plans, electrical, etc.)

Also, playground can’t be across the parking lot.

MDS has connector streets for safety so garages don’t butt up against main road.

PreK falls under APS grant and rules

We do not have a currently approved reentry plan, so we cannot reenter yet. Need a plan that is comprehensive so we can vote on it. Why has TIS been stalled? Our community plan (submitted July 14) has not been given any feedback. Need to resurvey and get approved plan for if it stops working. Phase in grades starting with younger grades to apply lessons learned. Maybe have one teacher who teaches hybrid and one teaches online.

APS plan had kids on computers in classrooms, is that what we’re going to do? How do we keep kids socially distant in classrooms?

City of Albuquerque did have successful summer programming this summer; should look at their procedures (included things like pool noodles).

Need to have a special meeting to approve a plan for slow reentry. Families that want to be online the whole semester can be online the whole semester.
Hope and Menaul have been open for a couple of weeks.

Do have shield up in office and for reading groups. Half of students have been on line and half have been coming in for reading groups. 

Need disinfection plan for playground equipment.
